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| just wanted to write to you, my deeply respected and kindest Horacii
Ossipovich when I received from you your wonderful and long letter —once
more, | feel humbled. What is to be done? My life has been going in a
pleasant family fashion, so that it was only yesterday evening that |
returned from Chambaudoin where you charming brother Urii Ossipovich
wonderfully received and served the Prince Nikolai Nikolaevich and his
entourage — two aides-de-camp, Vonliarovskii and Evreinov and his doctor
Shershevskii as well as Dmitriev.

On your brother’s side there were invited Solomon Ossipovich (but he was
unwell and could not attend), |, and Popov who is called le gouverneur by
His Highness. This is how it went: on Friday morning at 8 am we went on a
train in a special salon carriage to Chambaudoin where we arrived at 11.00
and breakfasted at 12.00. then there was a hunt with a tracker. The weather

was rather grey but pleasant enough.
(Page 7, on the left)
and rather suitable because there was a lot of wildfowl, we surrounded and

the Prince killed 14 goats. We arrived home at dawn, rested a bit, had a

superb lunch and then played billiards. At 10.30 we went to sleep. We re-



started the hunt in the morning — it was a beautiful, clear, spring day. We
killed many fowls again. At the end there were horses present, the famous
Polkanchik (?) and Perets (/). | with assistance of V.K. we visited (?). There
were cows and a stallion. We had breakfast and again went for a hunt
which was tiring at the beginning because we were going through a very
wet field but we killed a lot of hares, foxes and goats, all in all 184, three
goats among them. We arrived In Paris, carrying huge... | turned out to be a
third rate hunter, killing only 26. The Prince was obviously pleased and
thanked you brother very warmly. All the arrangements were on a royal
scale as well as the excellent food and wine. Also, there were a huge
number of very attentive servants. Urii Ossipovich behaved as if he had
nothing to do with it, which was greatest charm of all.

Now that you know all this in such detail you will understand why | was too
lazy to write to you and did not answer your telegram as it had the words “I|
will write to you” so that | was waiting. | explained your intentions to lulii
Diul as | knew that there was also Mazurin which would buy, but only if you
do not. | was dealing with Mazurin, not Iulii. But (strictly between us) as he
is a featherhead and a bastard, he told his wife about Mazurin’s intentions
to buy. And his wife told you, not knowing that you have priority and we
should wait for your agreement. Iulii beseeched me to tell him who is
buying. | told him when departing: “’If you will be so insistent, | will give up
everything”. That was why he was so quiet. But today he came and told me
that he demanded written confirmation about receipt of a picture that he
sent to you. That settles it. It would be done in any case, but | was
expecting your letter. | am most grateful to you that you completed this buy
and, in my opinion, you have bought beautiful pieces and
